Teaching Procedure

Introduction and Mental Set

Involve the class in a discussion regarding their own personal health. Ask them to discuss how the keep from getting ill or contracting different diseases.  Asks what system is the body's defense against a foreign substance.  

Have them copy immune system in their notebooks. Explain that this forms the body's defense against of origin substance, whether microorganisms, a potentially toxic material, or an abnormal cell.  

Discussion 
 Immunity-the ability of animal that has recovered from a disease to remain well after a second exposure to the same disease

· Passive Immunity-when an animal receives antibodies that were produced by another animal

· Active immunity is when an animal is challenge and stimulated to produce its' own antibodies

· Vaccines-protect animals disease, they contain either inactivated killed organism or modified live organisms
· Prevent clinical signs of the disease

· Stimulated immune response

· Produce durable immunity with a single dose

· Is safe with no side-effects

· Is incapable of producing the disease

· Is stable during movement and storage

· Is economical
