Teaching Procedure

Introduction and Mental Set

Involve the students in a discussion of when they have seen flowers worn by women (prom, wedding, special occasions).

Discuss the cost of corsages in your area and why they demand such expense.

Discussion
1.
Remind students of the principles of design which apply to corsages much the same as arrangement (balance, proportion, focal point, emphasis, rhythm, repetition, radiation, progression, transition, harmony, unity).
2.
Discuss what the florist must find out from the customer to identify preference (likes, dislikes, smell, occasion, accessories, size of wearer, colors of clothing, weight of fabric).
3.
Discuss the importance of workmanship and quality of flowers. 
4.
Have students read the steps in the text  for each corsage before beginning work.
5.
The instructor should demonstrate the correct procedure for construction of each kind of corsage covered in this lesson.

6.
As the instructor demonstrates corsage construction, emphasis should be placed on proper technique in wiring and taping.  A review may be called for.

7.
Have students secure flowers for appropriate corsage to be made.  Each student should prepare flowers as shown in lessons 2 & 3.

8.
Be sure to make use of the flowers prepared in lesson 2 & 3.  Instructor should monitor room to assist students.  Each student should pin corsage on fellow student to make sure balance is appropriate.
9.
It would be appropriate to invite a florist in to show the different styles of corsages that they produce.  A demonstration by a florist would also be interesting to the students.

10.
Bulletin Board Idea:

A.
Make various corsages ahead of time, perhaps out of silk.  Display them on your board with fabric and ribbon to compliment.
