Teaching Procedure

Introduction and Mental Set

Show students the plants that have been under-watered and over-watered.  Ask them how can this be printed.

Light requirements
A.
High light: plants that grow best in full sun or bright, indirect light

Medium light: plants grow best in bright, but sunless light

C.
Low light: plants grow well with indirect light

Students should identify 3 plants for each type of light requirements.

More plants die from over-watering than any other course.

Each plant has individual watering needs.

Frequency of watering is not constant.  Needs are dependent upon: size of plant, size of container, environment and time of year.
