Teaching Procedure

Introduction and Mental Set

A jardiniere is a decorative container used to hold potted plants.  Define jardiniere.  Show the student a few different examples of jardinieres.  You can pick these up from a florist, garden center, department store, or craft store.  Discuss the need for this type of merchandising in the florist shop.
Discussion

1.
Discuss the type of potted plants which would be merchandised with jardinieres.  You would use peace lilies and other green plants along with some blooming plants in the jardinieres.  This is used a lot to help make a sale more appealing to the customer.  Being able to re-use the container can also help to sale and merchandise the product.  Demonstrate how to decorate a potted plant using the jardiniere.  
Summary

Let students know that jardinieres are pretty and can be used again.  They may be initially to purchase.  However, by re-using the jardinieres, one can realize a savings on the investment.  This may also be a good investment for someone to make if it is real china or pottery.

Evaluation

Because the extent of decorating a plant with a jardiniere is putting the potted plant in it and maybe covering the top of the pot and jardiniere with moss (if needed to camouflage the pot), it is up to the teacher’s discretion whether or not the students will actually practice this technique.
