Teaching Procedure

Introduction and Mental Set

Working in agriculture involves the use of many tools, machines, and chemicals.  Accidents happen quickly and without warning.  Learning to use tools in a safe manner will prevent personal injury.

Discussion

1. Personal Safety.

A. Avoiding unsafe conditions.


1.  Keep walkways clean and clear.


2.  Use caution when working with sharp edged materials.


3.  Replace worn machine parts.


4.  Work only in areas with adequate lighting and ventilation.

B. Avoiding unsafe actions.


1.  Operate machinery safely.


2.  Use the correct posture when working.


3.  Avoid horseplay.

C. Properly Handling Materials.


1.  Inspect the object’s surface for hazards before lifting.


2.  Inspect the path used to carry the object.


3.  Avoid hazards to hands.


4. Observe the rules for heavy lifting.

D. Dressing appropriately.


1.  Wear comfortable cloths.


2.  Remove jewelry.


3.  Wear pants of appropriate length.

4. Wear protective, comfortable shoes.

5. Keep work cloths clean.

E. Wearing protective clothing.

1. Wear goggles around chemicals and machinery.

2. Wear gloves to protect the hands.

3. Wear aprons and coveralls when working with chemicals or oils.

4. Wear rubber boots when working with chemicals.
