Introduction and Mental Set

Working in agriculture involves the use of many tools, machines, and chemicals.  Accidents happen quickly and without warning.  Learning to use tools in a safe manner will prevent personal injury.

Discussion

1. Chemical Safety.

A. There are three types of chemicals used in horticultural production: fertilizers, growth regulators, and pesticides.

1. Fertilizers provide nutrients for plant growth.

2. Growth regulators control the vegetative growth of plants.


3.  Pesticides include insecticides, fungicides, bactericides, 


 
 and herbicides.

B. Pesticide toxicity levels are indicated by signal words on the label: Danger, Warning, and Caution.

C. Pesticide dealers and applicators must be licensed. 

D. Select chemicals for their appropriate use.

E. Follow the directions on the label.

F. Follow the guidelines for mixing chemicals.

G. Follow the guidelines for storage and disposal of chemicals.
