	Plant broker doesn=t take actual possession of any plants.  A Re-Wholesaler actually purchases and takes possession of plants.  These businesses help the production nurseries by conducting the marketing phase.  They benefit the landscapers because the landscaper can call one source for all types of plants and their availability.

	Retail Nurseries

Mass Merchandisers (K-Mart, etc.)
	Provides a place for the everyday consumer to purchase plants

	Landscapers
	Same as above

	Garden Centers
	Same as above

	Mail Order Houses
	Same as above

	Consumers or Landscape Services
	Provides plants for landscape contractors for installation/maintenance of the landscape.
