TEACHING PROCEDURE

Introduction and Mental Set


How does a person zoom into view part of the screen?

Discussion

1. Open fontstyl.prj.

2. Practice each method of moving around the screen.

a. On the view menu, click on fit to view.

1) This command places the entire project on the screen.

2) Pressing F6 does the same command.

b. On the view menu, click on pan/move.

1) While holding down the left mouse button, push the hand on the screen to the top, bottom, left, and right.

2) The hand on the tool bar does the same command.

3) Pressing F7 does the same command.  While holding down the F7 button, move the mouse in all directions.

c. On the view menu, click on zoom box.

1) Cursor has changed to a magnifying glass.

OR

2)
Select magnifying glass from the tool bar.

4) Place cursor in area to be enlarged.

5) While holding down the left mouse button, drag the mouse across the area.

6) Release the button.



d.  On the view menu, click on zoom out.

1) The drawing appears smaller.

2)
Pressing F9 does the same command.

e. On the view menu, click on zoom in.

1) The drawing appears larger.

2) Pressing F10 does the same command.
