TEACHING PROCEDURE

Introduction and Mental Set


In addition to using a scale, what is another method of knowing the length of an item on a landscape design plan?

Discussion

1. Drawing dimension lines for squares, rectangles, and polygons

a. Draw a 12’ x 12’ square with 0 heading.

b. On the draw menu, select dimension.

OR

c. On the tool bar, select the dimension symbol (line with arrows and 1’).

d. Click near one of the corners of the square.

e. A line with arrows appears.  Hold down the shift key to make a straight line.

f. Click the space bar.

g. Type 12’ and 0 heading.

h. Click OK.

2. Drawing dimension lines for circles

a. Draw a circle with a radius of 10’.

b. On the draw menu, select dimension.

OR

c. On the tool bar, select the dimension symbol.

d. Click near the center and edge of circle.

e. A line with arrows appears.  Hold down the shift key to make a straight line.

f. Click the space bar.

g. Type 20’ and 0 heading.  

(20’ is the diameter of the circle if the radius is 10’).

h. Click OK.
