Introduction and Mental Set

What is a creed?  It is a basic statement of beliefs and a common bond between members.  Why study the creed?  To know more about FFA, for FFA degree, CDE (tell about money and awards available), for experience in speaking (everyone needs experience for the future, ex: getting married).

Summary

Other ideas: a class contest with voluntary judges and prizes, creed day per week, or video a student who volunteers and critique.
