Teaching Procedure

Introduction and Mental Set



Show a videotape of one or two speakers from the National FFA Extemporaneous Speaking CDE.  It would be great if you could show a couple of the national winners.  After the students watch the video, ask the students for their impressions of the speakers.  Remind them that the speakers only had 30 minutes to prepare, yet most of the speakers will appear confident.  Ask them if they noticed a difference between that style of presentation and prepared public speaking.  Extemporaneous speaking intimidates many students.  Reassure the students that when they master the techniques of extemporaneous speaking, their deliveries can be as effective as what they have seen on the video. (Remind them that this does not happen overnight, though.  It does take practice and hard work.)
Discussion

1.
Review with the students the basics of effective speaking (stage presence, power of expression, voice, etc.).  The basics of effective speaking apply to any type of speech given whether it is prepared, extemporaneous, or impromptu.  Clarify that a smaller amount of preparation time does not give the speaker the excuse for sloppiness.  Of course, the speech might not flow as smoothly as a prepared one.  However, the student must not think that they can prepare a less effective manuscript or read directly from the note cards.
2.
There are differences in extemporaneous speaking from prepared speaking.  The following guidelines pertain mostly to the delivery of the extemporaneous speaker:
A.
Empathy and rapport - because the speaker is not bound by a manuscript, they have the opportunity to build a relationship with the audience.  Likewise, the speaker can make them feel what they are attempting to convey in the speech.

B.
Conversational norm - prepared speeches tend to sound a little “canned” or “plastic.”  An extemporaneous speaker should present the speech with a conversational, relaxed style.  

However, the speaker must not become relaxed to the point of being too informal with the audience.  Having a conversational norm in your speaking allows for variety, spontaneity, directness.

C.
Interest - having a sincere interest in the subject will definitely aid in your delivery and confidence.

D.
Think - think about what you are saying.  Don’t allow yourself to ramble or drift.  Your brain is not disconnected from your mouth during a speech although sometimes it may feel like it.

E.
Voice - Use your voice to carry meaning and feeling.  Usually the quality of your voice and expression is what captivates or “turns off” an audience.

F.
Body language - use gestures, lean into the audience, animate your speech.  Learning to effectively use body language usually takes care of the “where do I put my hands?” issue.

G.
Eye contact - establish good eye contact with the audience.  Pick out a few people in the room that you feel comfortable looking at while speaking or look directly over the audience members’ heads (then they at least think you are looking at them).  Pan the audience with your eyes, but do it naturally.  Do not move your head back and forth like a robot.

· Discuss these techniques for presenting the extemporaneous speech.  It would be effective if you demonstrated each one as you discussed it.  You could also have students come up and demonstrate or practice these techniques for the class.

3.
Once the students are familiar with the techniques, briefly overview what the judges will be evaluating during the presentation.
4.
The students will also have to answer questions in the FFA Extemporaneous Speaking CDE.  
Review with the students the effective methods for answering questions.  Stress that in the Extemporaneous Speaking CDE there is no substitute for reading and becoming familiar with all the areas of agriculture presented as topics.
Summary
Extemporaneous speakers are not bound by a manuscript.  The speaker can convey more emotion by not having rehearsed an exact script.  The voice can be used to carry meaning and feeling and to connect with the audience.
Evaluation
The evaluation of the students can be performed in a number of ways for a classroom situation.  You can hand the outlines written during Lesson 2 back to the students a few minutes before they are scheduled to speak.  Have the students speak, and critique them according to the national scorecard.  You could also set up a situation identical to that of the CDE.  Have a preparation room for the students and have them prepare in time increments just as they do in the CDE.  When their time is up, have them present their speeches to the class.  You may want the classmates to have a scorecard and act as judges.  They could also ask questions related to the speech.

Note: Students that will be competing in the FFA Extemporaneous Public Speaking CDE will need to have repeated practices in which they are given a topic, allowed to prepare, and then present the speech.  This is essential especially in giving the students practice in operating within the time limits of the CDE.
