Teaching Procedure

Introduction and Mental Set

Ask students to define what an extemporaneous speech is.  Ask if any of the students are willing to give an extemporaneous speech.

Discussion

1.  Define an extemporaneous speech:

Extemporaneous speeches develop the ability to recognize thoughts and present ideas clearly.

2.  The Importance of communication:


Consider the importance of communicating skillfully when 70% of our waking time is spent communicating; 32% of this is speaking, 42% listening, and 15% reading.


Casual conversation, telephone conversations, and answering questions all require the skill to express yourself verbally.  It begins with your thinking that speech development is important to your own self-development.


Time and effort spent in the improvement of speaking abilities yield rich rewards in terms of personal satisfaction and professional success.

3.  When can extemporaneous speaking skills be useful?


Extemporaneous speaking skills can be applied easily to: job interviews, presiding at meetings, banquets, contests, salesmanship demonstrations, debates, forums, and many other circumstances.


4.  Discuss Handout #1
Summary

Everyone has many talents.  Public speaking can become one of them.  Students will learn how to make an extemporaneous speech and when those skills will become useful.

Evaluation
Students will be given 5 minutes to prepare a three-minute speech from material available in the classroom.  The speech must have three components.  Grades will be based on a score of 700 according to the FFA National Contest.

Constructive Criticism

By Judges of Public Speaking Contests

1.  Because he did not know material, he used some bad grammar.

2.  No enthusiasm or emphasis at all.

3.  Good material, but delivery spoiled it.

4.  Too much of own experience.

5.  Hard to follow content of speech – not very well organized.

6.  Pronunciation trouble.

7.  Many have too many figures.

8.  Swinging of arms and rocking of body.

9.  Main fault is that the material did not seem to be his own.

10.  Slurs some words.

11.  Uses notes rather heavily.

12.  Talked to only one side of the audience.

13.  Hand movement not natural.

14.  Unnatural

15.  Angry approach to material, “Fussed” at the audience.

16.  Speech sounds memorized – cot convincing to the audience.

17.  Poor eye contact

18.  Hands in pocket

19.  Used big words but didn’t sound as though she knew what they meant.
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
