Essential Question: Why be a community Leader?
Unit Understandings, Themes, and Concepts:  
Students will learn the meaning and importance of public service and citizenship. Students will know the qualities of a good citizen. They will get a better understanding of how to serve others and the community. 
Primary Learning Goals:  

Students will be able to explain the importance of public service and citizenship. The students will also be able to describe the importance qualities of a good citizen. They will be able to serve others and the community.

Teaching Procedure

1. Importance of Public Service and Citizenship

a. Public Service

i. The term is associated with a social consensus (usually expressed through democratic elections) that certain services should be available to all, regardless of income. 

ii. Public service tend to be those considered so essential to modern life that for moral reasons their universal provision should be guaranteed, and they may be associated with fundamental human rights (such as the right to water).  A service is helping others with a specific need or want. 
b. Citizenship
i. The state of being a citizen of a particular social, political, or national community.
ii. Citizenship status, under social contract theory, carries with it both rights and responsibilities.
iii.  "Active citizenship" is the philosophy that citizens should work towards the betterment of their community through economic participation, public , volunteer work, and other such efforts to improve life for all citizens. 
iv. Generally citizenship is seen as the relation between an individual and a particular nation.

c. Many people who are employed in public service can also be described as good citizens for their hard and selfless work for the greater good of others
2. Qualities of a Good Citizen
a. A good citizen is someone who: 
i. respects others and their property. 
ii. is helpful and considerate

iii.  willing to put others first.

iv. listens to the views of others and thinks about what they have to say.

v.  helps people who are not in a position to help themselves.

vi. respects the environment and does not damage it in anyway.

vii.  works hard.

viii. is well mannered and pleasant.

ix. is always willing to learn

3. Volunteerism
a. The practice of people working on behalf of others or a particular cause without payment for their time and services. 
b. Volunteering is generally considered an altruistic activity, intended to promote good or improve human quality of life
c. People also volunteer for their own skill development;
i. to meet others
ii.  to make contacts for possible employment
iii. to have fun
iv. a variety of other reasons that could be considered self-serving.
d. Volunteering takes many forms and is performed by a wide range of people. 
i. Many volunteers are specifically trained in the areas they work in, such as medicine, education, or emergency rescue.
ii.  Other volunteers serve on an as-needed basis, such as in response to a natural disaster or for a beach-cleanup.

e. Personal Plan for Service Goals 
i. A collaborative work environment
ii. Clear paths of leadership, responsibility and/or service - career paths for volunteers to follow as they serve 
iii. Opportunities for cross-training, mentoring, coaching, and for volunteers to lead other volunteers
iv. New possibilities for someone who has a terrific volunteer history, but seems to be losing interest, decreasing commitment, or verging on problematic
v. A culture that is asset-oriented rather than problem-oriented, where you uncover volunteers' motivations and skills first and then find needs they could address 
vi. A sophisticated way to celebrate the value of volunteer contribution.

i. Cleaning a park. 
ii. Collecting items for charity such as clothes, food, or furniture. 
iii. Getting involved with Habitat for Humanity 
iv. Cleaning roadside verges.

viii. Tutoring children with learning disabilities.

	Lesson Plan – The group submits a thorough, detailed lesson plan highlighting the content and organization of their lesson.
	10 pts.

	PowerPoint – The group presents a Power Point of at least twelve slides that contains information and pictures vital to the lesson with additional information or examples for enhancement.
	20 pts.

	Interactive Activity – Some type of interactive activity is used to help teach the lesson. The activity should contribute to the mastery of content and involve the entire class in some way.
	15 pts.

	Assessment – A fair, thorough assessment is prepared and administered based on the information presented to the class. Poor grades on the assessment by a few members of the class are excusable, but if the entire class has difficulty, the points awarded in this category may be lowered at the discretion of the instructor.
	   15 pts.

	Content – The group should cover the concept (within reason) in entirety. The group may study actual lesson plans to help decide what should be emphasized.
	    25 pts.

Oral Report Option

1.   Write a paper on one of the topics and orally present your work to the class.

2.   Paper may be double-spaced and should be at least one page in length, resulting in a two to five minute presentation. 

3.   At least two references must be properly cited. 

4.   The presentation of the report will be graded secondary 

      to the content of the paper.

PowerPoint Option
1. Presentation should be at least ten slides in length

2. Presentation should include at least four photos.

3. Presentation should be two to five minutes in length.

4. Grammar and spelling will be graded by the same standards as any other written assignment.

5. At least two references must be properly cited.

Poster Option:

1. Prepare a poster that answers/explains one of the topics. You will present your poster to the class.

2. Your poster should include both text and graphics that help communicate your research.

3. At least two sources of information should be properly cited on the back of the poster.

4. Neatness and appearance of the poster will be graded.

5. Poster presentation should last two to five minutes.

	Critical Analysis/Organization – The presentation shows a logical process of analyzing and reporting information that examines and explains the topic selected. The presentation should go beyond simply listing facts and must include why the concept is relevant to the student’s life.

	Presentation – The student makes a genuine effort to present, not just read the material. The student should present with confidence using techniques like eye contact and voice inflexion to make his or her point. Although content takes precedence over presentation, the experience of successfully presenting in front of a class is part of the basis of this assignment.
	25 pts.

	Mechanics- spelling, grammar, punctuation, font size, double spacing, citation, etc. Essentially, the presentation should meet all guidelines set forth and should be executed in proper written English. For the poster, this includes neatness and appearance.
