Introduction and Mental Set : aquaculture industry includes many phases of operation that are similar to the integrated poultry industry. Often, these phases become separate industries.

Discussion:

1. Discuss the five main phases of the aquaculture industry with students and have them write phases in their notebook.

2. Divide students into groups and assign each group one of the five phases. Students will conduct research and develop a presentation that identifies the purpose activities management practices and facilities and/or equipment needed for each phase of the operation.
