Introduction and Mental Set

Use a variety of plant material to demonstrate the four groups of flowers.  Have students develop a list of plant material and the groups in which they belong.
Discussion

1.
Line Flowers

· long, slender spikes of blossoms with florets blooming along the stem, may also be bare twigs

· used to create an outline of an arrangement

· Examples - gladiolus, liatris, eucalyptus 

2.
Mass flowers 

· a single flower stem with a large rounded head

· used within the framework of line material towards the focal point

· Examples - rose, carnation, daisy

3.
Filler Flowers

· used to fill in gaps between mass flowers and gives depth to the design

· may have a bunchy or a feathery appearance

· Examples - baby=s breath, acacia 

4.
Form Flowers (Interest Material)


· a design, ideal to use at the focal point

· unusual, distinctive shape

· Examples - orchid, calla lily

Have students classify the flowers they have studied so far for their weekly ID test.   Either have live plants for the students or review the 162 color photographs found in the Floral Design and Marketing reference book.
