Teaching Procedure
Introduction and Mental Set

When students walk into classroom have vases, bowls, pedestals, and

 
baskets available on a table or desk for them to look at and discuss why each container is used for certain arrangements.  Explain to them that when you choose certain containers that you have to choose flowers to go with that container and look right.  When choosing a container there are some things you should take into consideration, texture, shape, size, and color. 

Discussion 
1.
Ask students if they can tell you what texture, shape, size and color means.
A.
Texture - the physical surface appearance that an object projects.

B.
Shape - the way a container is made, is it tall, fat, round or flat.

C.
Size - a container should be proportioned to the shape and design of the container.  

D.
Color - Make sure the colors blend with the flowers that are being used and also with the occasion.
2.
You would not use a wood container for a formal dining room, you would use either crystal, gold, brass, or silver.  

A.
You need to always look at the room if possible to decide on the flowers and container.  

B.
If you have a small area for an arrangement you need a small container not a large one.

C.
Be sure that everything is in proportioned to the room and flowers. 

D.
After discussing this with your students you can go on to next part and evaluate all of it together at the end of lesson.
3.
Demonstrate the ability to match the appropriate container with the intended floral design.  
A.
Have a few stems of flowers available for the students to pick out some they like.  

B.
After they have picked out flowers let them pick out a container that the students like.  

C.
To show the importance of the right container and flowers put the flowers up to the container and allow the students to judge and evaluate their choice.

4.
After this start throwing out rooms and room colors.  For example:

A.
Pink floral bathroom: Would you use red carnations in a black container?

B.
Red living room: Would you use hot pink mini’s?

C.
Blue and white kitchen: Would you use yellow cushions and white daisies?

Use whatever you come up with to add more to the list.  Get the students involved by asking them why some of these would not be a good combinations.

5.
After you have your colors down that go together, explain that certain flowers can be used in certain places.  If you have a country room, you would not use flowers that are formal-looking, such as:

A.
Calla lilies

B.
Star gazer lilies

C.
Glads and other large flowers of that nature.

In a formal room you would use the flowers mentioned above along with many others.  Daisies are thought of as country, where lilies are thought to be more formal.  Remember this as you start explaining to the students.
Summary
In order to evaluate the students get pictures of arrangements already done and allow the students to write down on a sheet of paper what kind of room would look good for this arrangement and why?  Show other pictures of mixed up colors and get them to explain why it does and does not match or look good together.
