Introduction and Mental Set

To emphasize that certain items such as certain flowers and colors go together, ask students what colors and type clothes would they wear to a funeral?  What colors and type clothes would not be appropriate to wear to a funeral?

Sample answer:  They would not want to wear bright lively colors like bright red or yellow.  The point is, that when deciding on what colors and types of flowers to be placed in a bud vase, it is important to make sure they match.

Discussion

1.
Determine the criteria for selecting the correct flower for a bud vase.

A.
Stems of selected flowers must be long enough to be inserted into the vase and remain above the rim of the vase.  On multiple flower bud vases, it is desirable that the stems be long enough to be staggered above other flowers in a natural manner.

B.
The size of individual flowers must not be overly out of proportion to the container or the space that it may occupy.  (Sunflowers in a 9 inch vase, Button Mums in a large vase).

C.
The style of design will be a determining factor for the flowers selected.  (Carnations - traditional; Bird of Paradise =-high style).
