Teaching Procedure

Introduction and Mental Set

Have a book from a florist with wedding flower designs and pictures of weddings on the desk or table for the students to review.  Allow the students to tell you what they like and dislike about each wedding pictures.  Get some bridal and wedding magazines and have available.

Discussion

1.
Have students go through each magazine and cut out pictures that have anything to do with weddings.  Let them put all pictures they like on a bulletin board.

2.
Ask students why it is important to meet with a florist about flowers for a wedding in advance.

3.
What is the proper setting for a wedding consultant?

Allow the students to describe to you the proper setting in their eyes.  After doing this, correct them by going through the correct setting for a bridal consultation.

A.
The florist may have a number of consultants with the bride but the first is the most important.

B.
This consultation should be at least three months prior to the wedding.

C.
The head designer or the owner/manager is usually the one to handle the consultation.

D.
The person that you meet with is usually the one who does the flowers.

E.
You always have an area set off to the side away from the mainstream of traffic and customers.  A corner or even a separate office is nice to meet in.  In this area you need to have room enough for at least three people to sit.

F.
Have bridal books and pictures available for the bride and the guest to look at and make their decisions.  You need to have selection guides, examples of ribbon, and photographs of the wedding work by that florist.  If you can have samples of silks made up to show some of the differences in bouquets, boutonniere, nosegays, ceremonial decorations, and corsages.

G.
Also remember that the florist should ask some important questions:

· When is the wedding date?

· What type of bridal gown will be worn?

· What type of wedding is being planned?

· How large will the wedding be?

· Will the wedding be formal or informal?

· Where will the service take place and what time of day?

· Will the ceremony follow religious customers?

· Where and how large will the reception be?

· Who will be paying for the flowers?

H.
After these questions are answered this will help set a budget.  This way the florist can help make reasonable suggestions that will work within the boundaries that have been set by a budget and time of year and date.  The florist can make sure that flowers of the choice will be in season and color

4.
After answering these questions the florist will get out a wedding order form and fill it out with the bride.  

A.
The designer will try to put prices in as they fill the order form out but in some cases that is hard to do when some people meet so far in advance.

B.
You need to go over each question with the bride so that it will be her decision, not anyone else=s.

C.
Make a copy of the wedding flower order form for each student.

D.
Come up with a mock order and allow the students to follow you step-by-step through the form

· One type of an order form is attached.  There are others if you want to find them, ask you local florist.  You may even have the florist come teach some of this lesson.

E.
If the bride is only there for a consultation, be sure to give her a date that she has to pay a deposit to hold that date.  Usually the bride is given a week or two to decide if she would like that florist to do her wedding flowers.

5.
Make sure the bride makes the final decision on the type flowers and colors.  This is her wedding, not anyone elses.

A.
Be sure to tell her that prices do fluctuate during certain holidays of the year.

B.
Let the bride know that some flowers are only available certain time of year.

C.
After discussing this make sure you have the date, time, how many in the wedding party, servers and how many reception flowers will be needed.

D.
Always tell the bride to come back in and make sure everything is set in stone, and to let the florist know if there are any changes to the wedding party and servers.

E.
Do this about 1-2 weeks before the wedding date unless you know any changes in advance.

F.
Make a copy of the order form for the bride so she will have a copy.

6.
After going through these steps, hand the students another blank copy of the wedding order form and give them a price list and other information.  Allow them to pair up and have a mock consultation.  Take up each order form and grade if they followed directions.
