Introduction and Mental Set 

Question for students:  Do we have more Whitetail Deer today than we had 75 years ago?  Answer:  More today.  Whitetail deer numbers have increased dramatically over the past decades because of wildlife management.  Wildlife management as we know it today has evolved only during the past 75 years.  Prior to this time wildlife was exploited, ignored, and pushed aside in the rush to settle America.  This resulted in a great loss of wildlife, wildlife habitat, and the complete loss of some species, such as the carrier or passenger pigeon. 
Discussion

1.  What has been the traditional attitude toward wildlife in America?

· Wildlife was once seen as a free resource—there for the taking.  As a result, populations of many species were decimated.


2.  Who were leaders in the conservation movement?
· The conservation movement began to change many of the views that Americans had regarding wildlife.  Conservation leaders helped in many ways.

· John James Audubon (1785-1851):  well known for his paintings depicting birds.  American Audubon Society was named for him in 1905.

· John Muir (1838-1914):  known as an explorer, naturalist, and writer.  Founded the Sierra Club in 1892.

· Theodore Roosevelt (1858-1919):  Used his power and influence as President of the United States to influence wildlife conservation.  Expanded U.S. Forest Service and set up five national parks, 18 national monuments, and 51 bird reservations.  Considered the father of the conservation movement in the U.S.

· Gifford Pinchot (1865-1946):  promoted the conservation of forest lands.  His leadership expanded government’s interest in natural forests.

· Aldo Leopold (1886-1948):  was a pioneer in applying ecology to wildlife management.  

· Jay Norwood “Ding” Darling (1876-1962):  used cartoons to promote wildlife management and conservation.
