Visit a local golf course and observe the equipment and procedures

Teaching Procedure

Introduction and Mental Set

Ask the students questions.  Write their responses on the board. For instance, AIs there much maintenance required to maintain a golf course?@ or

AWhat type of jobs are performed on a golf course?@
Discussion

1.
Bring in samples of grass and discuss species of turfgrass used on golf greens and their cultural requirements.

2.
Field trip:  Visit a golf course and view turfgrass and discuss parts and construction of a golf course.
3.
Discuss the importance of a well constructed golf green.

4.
Explain how to properly irrigate a golf green. Activity:

A.
Students diagram a golf green, identifying areas.  For example, putting surface, collar, apron and sand bunker.

B.
Have students draw a diagram of a cross-section of a USGA sand-based green.
5.
Identify characteristics of greens that affect irrigation.

6.
List common diseases of golf greens and pest management procedures to control them.

7.
List common insects of golf greens and pest management procedures to control them.

8.
List common weeds of golf greens and pest management procedures to control them.  Activity: Set up a lab with insects, weeds and diseases.  Students will move to each lab station and record information of the type of pest, how to prevent it and how to treat it.
9.
List equipment used in greens maintenance.  Discuss the purpose of each item.

10.
Visit a golf course and view equipment being used.

11.
Discuss safety concerns when using greens maintenance equipment.

12.
Explain greens maintenance procedures performed on a daily/weekly basis. 

13.
Explain greens maintenance procedures performed on a seasonal basis.

14.
Activity

Students should develop a greens maintenance plan using the above competencies and a seasonal golf course maintenance practices calendar. 
Summary  

Discuss the economic importance relating to the installation, care and maintenance of golf courses.
