Teaching Procedure

Introduction and Mental Set

Post a Year-at-a-Glance calender in the front of the room.  Have groups of students take a marker and line out the days they believe landscapers will be working. Compare the differences of the groups.  Get each group=s rationale for their discussion.  In this lesson, we are going to discuss the different jobs and tasks involved in the landscape industry and the time of year we do the various tasks.
Discussion

1.
Group contest: divide the class into groups and give them 20 minutes to write down as many as possible landscape jobs or activities.  (Students can use resources and references materials.)  When the time ends, ask each group to call out the jobs and list on the board.
2.
Lead class discussion on the time of year these jobs are performed and add any additional jobs not identified.

3.
Individual Student Project: Assign students to design an annual calendar for activities in the landscape including the month, activities, and supplies required and any art or graphic information they desire.
Summary
Display the landscape calendars in the room.  Discuss why it is important to keep a calendar of activities.
