The History of Dogs

-Dogs are the animals that have been pets for the longest time-more than 10,000 years

-Different theories about the origin of dog


-From wolves that were trained to hunt


-wolves that interbred with jackals


-Came from other wild species that was neither wolf or jackal

-Dog were quickly recognized as a value for hunting, guard and draught working animal

- Dogs are Carnivores- meaning flesh eaters.

-The scientific name for the domestic dog is Canis familiaria
- Dogs have well defined skeletons

-The body structure of dogs varies with the size and breed of the dog.

-Smaller breeds live 15 to 18 years and larger breeds live 8 to 10 years.

- A female dog is known as a Bitch and the Gestation period is 63 days.

-The male is the sire or Stud Dog.

Breeds of Dogs

-There are about 300 breeds of dogs


- Herding Dogs- used with herding livestock


- Sporting Dogs- used for sporting purposes.


-Hound- used for tracking


-Working Dog- used by people to get work done


- Terrier class- 25 breeds that are used to chase animals down into the earth

- Toy breeds- small dogs that weight 4 to 16 pounds


- Non-sporting breeds – dogs develop[ed for specific purpose.


- miscellaneous- all other dogs not included in one of the other groups.

Nutritional Needs of Dogs
 - Dogs are Carnivores- meaning flesh eaters.

- Dogs need a food that meets their nutritional needs at different stages of life.

 -Weaning-removing a puppy from its mother’s milk.


-Puppies can be weaned from 3 to 6 weeks


-A good puppy food is needed for proper growth and development


-If you are getting a new puppy ask the owner what type of feed the puppy is being fed and start him on that feed when you get him home.


- Feed the puppy 3 time per day

-Dry dog food is much more economical that other foods


-a 2 pound dog will eat 1.3 ounces per day, 10 pound dog will eat 4.3 ounces per day and a 75 pound dog will eat 20.4 ounces per day.


- Dogs should be fed the same food on the same schedule each day.


-table scraps are sometimes fed to a dog to add fat and energy.

-Dog Health care begins with good nutrition, sanitation, and the environment in which they are kept.

Vaccinations
-it is best to consult your veterinarian for a proper vaccination schedule


-6 to 8 weeks –distemper-measles-parainfluenza(CPI), paraovirus


-8 to 12 weeks distemper, hepatitis, leptospirosis, parainfluenza, paravovirus (DHLPP)


- 12 weeks – rabies


-16 weeks- DHLPP


- 12 months- rabies

Grooming
-Grooming is defined as washing, combing, brushing, trimming and otherwise caring for the external appearance of the dog.

-Hair Coat


-Brush regular


-Wash only when needed-too much bathing will remove oil from the hair and cause skin irritation.


-some dog will need to have their hair trimmed from time to time

-Nails


-some dogs will need to have their nail trimmed but be careful not to cut to close

-Ears


-Dog’s ears should be cleaned regularly with a cotton swab and mineral oil or alcohol


-never put sharp objects in a dog’s ear.


-check for parasites at this time.

Teeth


-feed dogs a hard food maintains healthy teeth.
