Essential Question: How do we safely work around animals and what role does OSHA play in the workplace?
Unit Understandings, Themes, and Concepts:   Students will be able to understand, explain, and interpret the importance of knowing safe practices when working around  animals.

Primary Learning Goals:  The student will learn about zoonotic diseases and how to work safely with animals. Also the students will learn about OSHA.
Students with disabilities: For students with disabilities, the instructor should refer to the individual student's IEP to insure that the accommodations specified in the IEP are being provided within the classroom setting. Instructors should familiarize themselves with the provisions of Behavior Intervention Plans that may be part of a student's IEP. Teaching Procedure

Mind Set- Asks student to name diseases that humans can contract from animals.

-Define Zoonotic Disease – a illness that is passed from animals to humans.

-Name some zoonotic diseases


-Ringworm


-Cat scratch fever


-Salmonella


-Rabies


-Brucellosis


-Tuberculosis


- Tetanus
- Preventing the spread of zoonotic disease


-keep pen and cages clean


-Avoid contact with infected animals


-Take precaution to avoid bites and scratches


-always wash your hands

-Safety when handling small animals


-Use proper safety clothing and gloves


-only properly trained personal to handle animals


-Never work alone- always work in teams


-close doors and gates 


-Handle only one kind of animal at a time

Be gentle with animals


-Get away from aggressive animals


-properly restrain animals

-Animal bites and scratches- 


- If the bite is bleeding apply pressure with a clean bandage or towel


-use latex or rubber gloves to protect from another person blood


-If the wound is not bleeding, clean the wound with soap and water and hold it under running water for several minutes. Do not apply antiseptic


-Dry the wound and cover with sterile gauze or a clean cloth


-Call your doctor if the bite broke or punctured the skin because you might need antibiotics, a tetanus booster or a rabies vaccination.


-If bitten by a wild animal, note the location and call animal control.


-Seek Immediate help if:



-The wound will not stop bleeding



- The wound is more that ½ inch long


-The attacking animal was wild or behaving strangely



-The bite becomes red, hot, swollen, or painful
The Occupational Safety and Health Act of 1970 (OSHAct) was passed to prevent workers from being killed or seriously harmed at work. The law requires that employers provide their employees with working conditions that are free of known dangers. The Act created the Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA), which sets and enforces protective workplace safety and health standards. OSHA also provides information, training and assistance to workers and employers. Workers may file a complaint to have OSHA inspect their workplace if they believe that their employer is not following OSHA standards or there are serious hazards.

Minimum Requirements:

Oral Report Option

1.   Write a paper on one of the topics and orally present your work to the class.

2.   Paper may be double-spaced and should be at least one page in length, resulting in a two to five minute presentation. 

3.   At least two references must be properly cited. 

4.   The presentation of the report will be graded secondary 

      to the content of the paper.

PowerPoint Option

1. Presentation should be at least ten slides in length

2. Presentation should include at least four photos.

3. Presentation should be two to five minutes in length.

4. Grammar and spelling will be graded by the same standards as any other written assignment.

5. At least two references must be properly cited.

Poster Option:

1. Prepare a poster that answers/explains one of the topics. You will present your poster to the class.

2. Your poster should include both text and graphics that help communicate your research.

3. At least two sources of information should be properly cited on the back of the poster.

4. Neatness and appearance of the poster will be graded.

5. Poster presentation should last two to five minutes.

	Critical Analysis/Organization – The presentation shows a logical process of analyzing and reporting information that examines and explains the topic selected. The presentation should go beyond simply listing facts and must include why the concept is relevant to the student’s life.
	20 pts.

	Presentation – The student makes a genuine effort to present, not just read the material. The student should present with confidence using techniques like eye contact and voice inflexion to make his or her point. Although content takes precedence over presentation, the experience of successfully presenting in front of a class is part of the basis of this assignment.
	25 pts.

	Mechanics- spelling, grammar, punctuation, font size, double spacing, citation, etc. Essentially, the presentation should meet all guidelines set forth and should be executed in proper written English. For the poster, this includes neatness and appearance.
