TEACHING PROCEDURE

Introduction and Mental Set


Why is the house drawn with the polygon tool rather than the line tool?  The polygon can be filled with a color or design.  The line cannot be filled.  The polygon can be moved as a “house” rather than line by line.

Discussion

1.
Drawing house dimensions
a.   On the draw menu, select polygon.

OR

b. From the tool bar, select polygon symbol.  The polygon symbol is located between the ellipse and line symbols.

c. Click left mouse button on screen.

d. Drag the mouse.

e. Release the left mouse button.

f. Press the space bar to set the dimensions.

g. A text box will appear for side length and heading (angle).

h. Type 25’ for length and 270 for heading.

i. Without touching the mouse buttons, hit the space bar.

j. Type 20’ for length and 0 for heading.

k. Without touching the mouse buttons, hit the space bar.

l. Type 10’ for length and 90 for heading.

m. Double click the left mouse button, and the polygon will close itself.

n. Click the right mouse button to end the command.

B.  Using the Lesson 3 angle assignment sheet will help with line headings.


C. Using annotation, place your name and house plan #1 on the drawing.

D. Save as:  house1.prj
