TEACHING PROCEDURE

Introduction and Mental Set


How can objects be duplicated on a computer?  (copy and paste)  Why do objects need to be turned in a different direction?  A car may need to face east rather than north in order for it to fit in the driveway.

Discussion

1. Copying objects

a. Draw a rectangle of any size.

b. From the menu bar, select edit.

c. Select duplicate.

OR

d. Select copying symbol (two trees) from the tool bar.

e. Select the rectangle.

f. Click the left mouse button on the screen three times.

g. Right click to end the duplication command.

2.
Rotating an object


a.   Draw a rectangle of any size. 

b.   On the menu bar, select edit.

c. Select rotate.

OR

c. Select the rotation tool from the tool bar.  (The symbol is an arrow pointing counter clockwise.)

d. Select the rectangle and press the space bar. A text box appears. 

e. Enter an angle value of 90 degrees.  Click OK.

f.    Right click to end the command.

C.  Draw one rectangle 3 feet wide by 1 foot high.

D. Duplicate rectangle nine times for a total of ten rectangles.

E. The rectangles will serve as window and door symbols.

F. On one of the rectangles, attach a line 3 feet long at a heading of 225.  This will serve as the front door symbol.

G. On one of the rectangles, attach a line 3 feet long at a heading of 135.       This will serve as the back door symbol.

H. Rotate the necessary windows.

I. Place windows and doors at designated areas on the plan. (Hint:  Draw a 2’ line with a heading of 0 and a 2’ line with a heading of 90.  Use these lines to place windows.

J. Delete window and door dimension lines before printing and saving.

K. Save as house1b.prj
