Introduction and Mental Set


Why are objects, such as sidewalks, filled with a color or pattern on a landscape design plan?

Discussion

1.
Filling an object with a pattern or color.


a.
Draw one polygon, one circle, one square, and one rectangle of any size.


b.
Draw a triangle using the line command.


c.
From the menu bar, select preference

d.
Select poly fill


e.
Select a pattern box to choose a pattern


f.
Select a color

g.
Click OK


h.
Double click the color symbol from the tool bar (the color symbol looks like four crayons.)


i.
Select a different color and pattern for each shape.


j.
The triangle drawn with the line command cannot be filled with a pattern or color.

Note:  After you have set colors to poly fill, every object drawn will be filled with the last color and pattern selected.
