TEACHING PROCEDURE

Introduction and Mental Set


Where are foundation shrubs planted?  Around the house foundation in a bed.  Why are shrubs planted in beds?  How are bedlines drawn.

Discussion

Drawing bedlines

a. Draw a polygon with many corners. Single click the left mouse button many times to change the direction of the lines.

b. On the tool menu bar, select the editing tool.  The editing tool looks like a pencil and a pad.  It is beside the double trees.

c. The cursor changes to a pencil.

d. Move the cursor across the line.  A small box will appear.  The small box appears on the line at every point the mouse was clicked. 

e. Press the left mouse key and pull the line out.

f. Release the key.

g. Alter the shape of the polygon.

h. Draw four polygons and practice pulling the lines.

Assignment:
A.   Open:  house1b.prj

B. Using the polygon tool, draw curved bedlines around the foundation of the house.  The beds should be at least five feet wide.  

C. To complete the polygon, draw lines along the edge of the house.

D. Smooth out the lines of the polygon.  

E. Fill the polygon with a solid brown or tan color.

F. Draw a polygon for the lawn area.

G. Using landscape design principles, place plants within the foundation bedline. 

H. Add trees and accessories.

I. Label items.
