Prepare individual cards for students to pick one when they enter the room.  

Each card should represent a different area of awards that can be received 

through the FFA.  The card should read “Hi my name is [insert your name]

and I am the winner of the state FFA Quiz Contest. I received a plaque and 

$400 at the state FFA convention.  Be sure to include scholarships, 

proficiency awards, CDE (both team and individual events), and agriscience 

awards.  Remember to list where the contest is held, the awards, and

travel that are a part of winning.


Discussion

1.
Have each student read their card introducing himself/herself.


2.
Briefly talk about each award area (listed in the introduction).


3.
Always repeat the awards and the travel opportunities in each area so the class may hear.

4.
After students have finished, pass out a list of all the introductions and a brief description of each award area (remember proficiency awards have already been covered in your SAE lesson so only use a few of them).

5. Have students choose the three they are most interested in.  Let

them explain what these three are by referencing the handbook on paper, then have them look up the state and national awards that are available for the ones they have chosen.


Discussion

1. Break students into groups.  Have the students identify the three levels of achievement a chapter can achieve on the state level, national level.

2. Have each group chose a leader to explain to the class the levels.

3. Explain to the class these awards are based on each chapters activates and show DVD provided by the national organization on chapter innovations.
Discussion

1. Identify five levels of degrees a student my achieve while a FFA member

2. Explain requirements for achieving each degree
3. Show DVD Stars over America

Summary

FFA offers many awards to meet the diverse needs of the students.

Evaluation
Have each student present their favorite one for the class and begin it by introducing themselves as the winner.  Remind students the choice is theirs.
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
