Introduction and Mental Set
Have students brainstorm (list on the board) essentials to a successful chapter; just to see what they already know. (It may necessary to explain what essentials mean in this context to guide their thinking.)
Chapter operations- Use handbook to cover the essentials of a successful FFA Chapter.

*As you go through these, explain what each one is using the manual and handbook. For instance, be sure they know what a Program of Activities is.

Discussion

1.
Officers play an important part in any successful chapter.  All FFA officers are similar to those in other organizations except for the sentinel (explain this one).
2.
In the handbook or manual, have students look at the officer stations and their symbols.  Ask where they have seen these before (on the emblem, jacket).
3.
The opening ceremony explains why each officer is at a specific emblem.  Have a different student read each part of the ceremony. Explain.

4.
Discussing planning and conducting Chapter Banquets and Chapter Meetings. For the banquet, have them plan a menu, arrange the room, plan for decorations, and create invitations. For meetings, have them set up the room appropriately as depicted in the FFA Manual. (Official ceremonies could be covered here or in the fundamentals section.)
5.
Discuss why public relations is important to a successful chapter. 

6.
Basic parliamentary procedure is used at all FFA meetings.

Explain the use of the gavel using the handbook.

Demonstrate a main motion that students would like (ex. Getting out of school early).  All students must participate in the discussion.
8.
Activity: Let students make up a sample motion and try again. (Needs for other motions may be explained as they come up.)  Use the handbook and let students do the opening ceremony, vote on a motion, and close the meeting (use volunteers).
Summary
After students are comfortable, divide them into groups by letting them draw numbers into groups of seven or less.  This Ateam@ must open the meeting, vote on a motion, and close the meeting for a grade.  Other team members should be encouraged to discuss the motion (this should count as a grade for each student based on their participation).  Tell students about the Parliamentary Procedure Contest.
