Teaching Procedure

Introduction and Mental Set

Ask the students to recap what happened as they wrote their speeches for the unit in prepared public speaking.  Most likely they will talk about how long they researched, how they prepared note cards, how they wrote their outlines, and finally how they spent hours perfecting their manuscript so that it was exactly what they wanted (if their responses aren’t quite like this, guide them to these realizations).  What you really want to do is have the students realize the amount of time they put into preparing their speeches for Prepared Public Speaking.  Inform the students that they will indeed be writing another speech.  This will most likely strike most of your students with terror, but reassure them that there is a systematic approach to use.  Once they master the technique, they can become rather successful at Extemporaneous Speaking.

Discussion

1.
The first thing the students need to be aware of when attempting Extemporaneous Speaking is the time limit.  According to the National FFA Extemporaneous Speaking CDE bulletin, the speaker is given 30 minutes to prepare the speech.  The speech should be 4-6 minutes in length.
2.
Another factor the students need to be aware of is the method by which their topic will be chosen.  In lesson 1 you discussed the subject areas from which the topics will be chosen.  There will be three subtropics prepared for each subject area (which means there will be a total of 12 topics from which to choose).  The topics will be on note cards facing down on a table.  The students will choose three note cards, read their selections, and then select the one topic which they will use for their speech.

3.
Once a topic is selected, the student needs to decide how they will address the subject.  There are five possible ways in which the student can develop the topic.  These are: 

A.
Six honest servants

B.
PREP

C.
Past, present, and future

D.
Object or visual aid

E.
Order of events

Once the topic has been selected and a plan of attack has been decided upon, it is time for the student to begin their outline. 


A.
Ideally the student should be able to give the speech from the



outline if it is well developed.  There are a couple of ways 



students can outline their speeches.  

B.
The first method is straightforward with an introduction, main body with sub points, and conclusion.

C.
Display and discuss handout 6.2.2.  

D.
As you discuss this method of outlining, thoroughly describe each element so that the student is clear on how to construct the presentation.
5.
When the students are aware of the techniques of preparation, instruct them how to prepare once they are in the preparation room.  Following is the sequence students can follow when in the preparation room:
A.
Topic selection

B.
Resources - the student will need the five allowed resources, a watch or stopwatch, and note cards (note cards will be provided by the speaker).

C.
Get comfortable and organized - the student should get comfortable and eliminate anything that is not needed such notebooks that do not pertain to the selected topic.

D.
Select three to five main points - the student must quickly gather the needed information and write down three to five points that they want to develop.  Then the student must search to find the specific information that is needed.

E.
Supply supporting facts: as soon as the main points are developed, the student must look for specific facts, quotes, statistics that lend further credibility to the speech.

F.
Manage your time - remember you only have 30 minutes.  As soon as the outline is prepared, the speaker needs to review the outline and practice the speech both silently and aloud.

G.
Prepare yourself mentally - the student needs to give him/herself a minute or two to concentrate and “psyche themselves up.”  This makes for a confident speaker, one that is not rushed from writing the speech to presenting the speech.
Summary

Extemporaneous public speaking includes a time limit for speech.  There are several techniques that can be used to prepare a speech in a limited amount of time.  Discuss each of these steps and how they contribute to the preparation of the speech.  Emphasize that this is only a guideline.  Different students will have different techniques that they prefer to use once they become accustomed to this type of speaking.  Encourage the students to find the style that is comfortable for them.

Evaluation
Allow the students to practice the preparation only.  Have them select 

a topic and prepare an outline.  Give them the same 30 minute preparation time as the CDE allows.  The students will turn in their outlines for instructor evaluation.
