Objective:

1.  Focus on how to serve others in daily life.

2.  Have students understand that simple daily service is up to the individual.

Teaching Procedure

Introduction and Mental Set 

Have students brainstorm the greatest event that ever happened in the history of the planet.  Ask them what made it so great and how they affected the world.  Explain to students that service is a daily choice that can affect the world.  
Discussion

1. Today’s society has a self-focus and to be of a servant nature, the first thing to do is to turn away from this self-focus.

To turn away from self:

a. Go the extra mile for others

b. Never expect recognition for accomplishments

c. Help others every day

d. Start serving because you desire to serve instead of for the perks and benefits
Have students Journal in a notebook on the following question:



How will you turn your focus to helping others?
2. Simple Service is up to the individual.

a. When we give back to others, we also receive many things such as:
a. Character development

b. Gaining the respect and trust of the individual

c. Grows your personal network and hopefully a network of service.  
b. Water Bottle Activity:
a. Fill a bottle of water and tell students that it represents the world, then add a drop of food coloring and tell students that the food coloring represents service.  Explain how service spreads and it all starts with the power of one person.
c. What does service look like?  Skits:

a. Have students create skits showing service to others and the benefits of service.  Give students 20 minutes to create the skits and then give each group 3 minutes to present.

3. Service can be simple acts of kindness.  
a. Examples of daily simple service include:
a. Having a positive attitude

b. Smiling at someone in the hallway

c. Opening the door for someone

d. Helping a friend in need

e. Refrain from gossiping about others

f. Inviting a new person to join you at lunch or at an FFA event.
b. Journal activity: Have students make 3 major goals for improving their simple acts of service to others.  Have students make goals measurable, attainable, and challenging.

4.  Explain to students that great Servants are Remembered.
a. Servants’ legacy outlive their actual acts of service through their:
a. Character

b. Attitude

c. Focus on others

Summary
Have students share their goals for daily service and challenge students to be like the food coloring and change the lives around them through simple acts of kindness and service.
Evaluation
Grade goals and quiz students over basic information about everyday service.  Students can be quizzed using the quiz on the Life Knowledge CD under the Middle School “Everyday Acts of Service to Others” Lesson Plan.
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
