Introduction and Mental Set

Ask students what they think an impromptu speech is.  Then ask if anyone would be willing to give an impromptu speech.

Discussion

1.  Define an impromptu speech:


Am impromptu speech is a speech that is given without little or no preparation time

 2.  Discuss why it is important for students to be able to stand in front of a group and communicate ideas.

3.  It is important for students to be able to “think on their feet.”

4. An impromptu speech should be delivered in the same manner as a prepared speech, except you may want to confine yourself to one point.  Be natural, rely on your own experience.  “To speak clearly is to think clearly.” 

5.  Learn to become comfortable speaking before groups.

Summary

Everyone has many talents.  Public speaking can become one of them.  Someone may ask you to make an impromptu speech at any time.  After studying this lesson, it should become clearer what is necessary to deliver an effective impromptu speech.
